Cheaper editions of books I print may be found on the market, but most are sweat
shop labor in India or China or elsewhere, by those who don't care about the
product and probably can't even read it; who have plain or nonsensical
unimaginative covers, and do not clean up the text, and often use inferior quality
materials; and some are often OCR / retypeset that has not been proofread and
contain gobblygook, mispelled, indistinguishable words, etc.  I clean up all
marginalia / underlining / circling / shadows and restructure damaged / missing
text, and often include extra information ("about the author", photo, etc.); my
editions are the highest quality on the market, with archival quality (often 460pp. /
60# quality paper) and are 100% USA start to finish.
